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Abstract

According to the studies in comparative literature, the repetition of mystical
experiences in the Iragi style is a common issue in the study of the Literary
Restoration era. Genealogical studies show the expansiveness of literature;
in addition to linguistic experiences, it is full of pre-eventual possibilities
that make literary text not only structurally and contextually wise but also
dimensionally deep. This depth is analyzed in both the discourse system
and non-discursive actions. The present study aims to analyze the
experiential and imitative characteristics of the Literary Restoration style
from a genealogical perspective. Through a descriptive analysis of the tale
"The City of a Maid", the poets' structure experience, and creativity during
this era, it concludes that paleontology views imaginative forms,
descriptive methods, and narrative tools as the essential requirements for
conveying meaning. The study highlights the importance of relying on
worldviews and predecessors' knowledge in selecting words and
combinations to enrich the textual content. The analysis of the discursive
system of the text indicates that mysticism in the era of the Restoration
literature has not been successful in representing the mystical intuitions of
the Iraqi style. In other words, the stories of this period, in terms of spiritual
discourse, lean towards the mysticism of the Safavid period and, in terms
of form, resemble the Iragi mystical style. However, the genealogical
analysis of the work views it as a discursive character with independent
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existential characteristics whose language has made the representation of
the discursive possible.

1. Introduction

Studying the concepts of the manifested and profound meanings of
mysticism and Sufism has brought forth many controversial and extensive
areas in critical approaches. Most of these studies result from
interdisciplinary approaches rooted in philosophy. One sufficient reason for
the presence of philosophy in literary studies is that philosophy, in every
era of history, provides specific linguistic carriers and non-discursive
factors, intellectual interests, and certain philosophical ideas to humans.

The current discussion attempts to challenge the seemingly mystical

experience of the Literary Restoration era using the mentioned approach. It
is believed that, in the Literary Restoration era, there is a greater inclination
towards Safavid sufism rather than intuitive mysticism and the mystical
experiences of renowned mystics like Attar and Rumi.
Therefore, the collective and historical memory of the speakers of the
Literary Restoration era is largely influenced by non-discursive factors and
ideologies originating from the thoughts of the Safavid era. The genealogy
of these works indicates the penetration of non-discursive factors into the
Literary Restoration era to the extent that it has influenced the construction
of discursive systems.

Genealogy is a term in philosophical ontology that is considered as an
official doctrine and an accepted approach, originating from the intellectual
work of the German philosopher Friedrich Nietzsche (1844-1900).
Genealogy does not consider the text as a subject that has been passed and
repeated experience; rather, it examines the text in the realm of actuality.
In genealogy, the primordial cause (origin) is not the justifier of the ultimate
goal (ultimate purpose), and each time a text becomes active and exists, it
pursues a new goal.

Therefore, genealogy constructs the discourse elements of a work not
within the limits of the discourse system, but in the localization and



actualization after the non-discursive and ontological factors that include
possible antecedents and accidental transformations.

2. Methodology

This research was conducted using a descriptive-analytical method. To
achieve the purpose, ‘The City of a Maid’ as one of the stories from the
poem of Eksir AL-Jonoon and Tahrir AL-fonoon was chosen as the
research material owing to its ability to illustrate the common
characteristics of the mystical literature of the Literary Restoration style.

3. Results and discussion

Based on the studies in literary historiography, the imitation and repetition
of mystical experiences is attributed to the Iraqi style, general perception,
and universality in the study of the Persian poetry in Literary Restoration
style. Transition from this approach to genealogical studies indicates the
vastness of literature; in addition to the linguistic experience, it is rich in
anticipations of occurrence and drastic transformations. This issue gives the
literary text its structure and content as well as a profound dimension. The
next step analyzes experience not in the discursive system but in non-
discursive actions. Therefore, relying on descriptive analysis of the
narrative "The City of a Maid" from the allegorical poetic tales of “Eksir
AL-Jonoon and Tahrir AL-fonoon” has challenged the construction of the
experience and genius of the poets of this period.

The summary of the tale is that there is a city full of indescribable
heavenly blessings next to the Nile River, where most of its inhabitants are
blind. Some are naturally blind and have no desire for treatment and vision,
but the second group are happy to follow the king's order to remove the
cause of their blindness.

The Maid’s City is the symbol of this world where people are blind to
Knowing God. Prophets and divine saints, who are the "essence of human
perfection” and are like skilled and compassionate doctors, deal with the
causes and afflictions of blindness and bring people to the right path to
salvation. The king of the city, symbolizing the compassionate God,
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recognizes the pain of the city's inhabitants; for this reason, he sends
doctors from all corners of the world to cure the blind.

The discourse analysis of the mentioned tale has been conducted through
three components: symbolism, description, and experience. These three
elements can provide a suitable comparison for us to see the essence and
the profound dimension of mysticism in the era of Literary Restoration
more clearly.

In a genealogical paradigm, mysticism is a principle and what is
essential will be endless. The essence of mysticism being original is not in
the law and the path, but in reality. In fact, the truth of destiny is mysticism,
and language, thought, experience, knowledge, and the understanding of
the mystic are facing this aspect, which reflects itself like the image of a
mirror. From a genealogical perspective, the existence is a fundamental
being that occurs once, but its deterministic, interpretive, and hermeneutic
nature leads to the creation of new rhizomes of meaning.

On this basis, the analysis of the non-discursive system in the case study
of "Eksir AL-Jonoon" shows that, although the mystical discourse and the
Sufi formulation of the literary cycle of restoration lie between the Iraqi
style and the Qazalbash ideas, a literary critic with a discursive system
approach can attribute the origins and formal structure of poetry to previous
periods. However, from the perspective of genealogy, each work has a
unique individual identity and a distinct ultimate and unrepeatable goal that
is only realized within that work

4. Conclusion

This research shows that the intertwining of mystical discourse with literary
speech and the fusion of Sufi conduct with poetic language becomes fruitful
when love and existentialism come to the focus of mystical vision. This
fusion opens up a new path in understanding meaning and leads the reader
towards a broad hermeneutic approach or interpretation. Interpretation in
this case means getting to a hidden knowledge and understanding a text
from a deep perspective, which is referred to as genealogy in philosophy.
Therefore, the genealogical analysis of "Eksir AL-Jonoon and Tahrir AL-
fonoon™ based on the tale of "The city of a Maid" shows that its non-
discursive elements have no commonalities with the discourse system of



predecessors. Also, as an experience of speech, it has an independent
existence, to the extent that it can be said the stories of this period, in terms
of the spiritual aspect, lean towards the mysticism of Qazalbashan and, in
terms of form, are similar to the mysticism of the seventh century.
However, the genealogical analysis of the work views it as a discursive act
with independent existential traits whose language has made discursive
representation possible. Its practical experience and understanding must be
studied and examined separately.
